Fruitland City Council Meeting at City Hall
Tuesday, January 14th, 2020
6:00 pm – Budget Session 

Roll Call – Present were Garrett, Hillman, Hills, Bowers and Anderson.  Painter was absent.
6:55 pm Budget session adjourned by Anderson.

7:00 pm – Council meeting

Roll Call - Present were Garrett, Hillman, Hills, Bowers and Anderson.  Painter was absent.
Minutes of Last Meeting – Bowers made a motion to approve minutes of last meeting and Hillman 2nd. Motion passed unanimously.
Approve Agenda – Anderson made a motion to approve agenda.  Hills asked to add City Council participation in Committees to new business.  Anderson again made a motion to approve updated agenda and Garrett 2nd.  Motion was approved unanimously.
Financial Report – Garrett questioned why payments to the city of Muscatine were paid sporadically and not monthly; clerks explained that the city of Muscatine has been having issues with their billing department and bills have not received in a timely manner.  Garrett made a motion to approve the financial report and Bowers 2nd.  Motion passed unanimously.  Anderson will be responsible for financials next month.
Old Business
Traffic Control & Safety – Automated Traffic Enforcement Ordinance – Hills suggested that we pass an ordinance to use the Automated Traffic Enforcement vehicle, so we have this option in the future.  Garrett and Bowers did not agree.  Anderson said we need to address the speeding issues in Fruitland.  Anderson made a motion to draft an automated traffic enforcement ordinance and Hillman 2nd.  Roll call was made: Anderson – yes, Bowers – no, Hillman – yes, Garrett – no.  Motion did not pass.  
Hills advised per previous City Council meeting that permanent sign will be put on Sand Run Road for now and the moveable radar sign will be put one block from City limits sign due to shade.  Anderson wanted to know why we decided to put the permanent sign on Sand Run Road and not North Street because he was not in attendance at the last meeting.  Hills replied that it was voted on by City Council at the last meeting and can be changed at a later date if necessary, but this decision was due to the fact that there were already three stop signs on North Street. 
Garrett would like City Council to take a look at the 28E agreement with the Muscatine Police Department to determine what we should be receiving for the money that we are paying them as it is not specified in our agreement.  In 2019, according to the Police Reports that we receive from the City of Muscatine, the City of Fruitland received 363 ‘special assignments (rounds)’ and we were under the understanding that we would receive 3 rounds per day (1 per shift).  The agreement expires in June of 2021, this will be discussed further prior to the end of the contract.
Pedestrian Pathway and Sidewalks – Hills advised City Council that he is waiting on bids to continue this project and table until next month.
Recording Council Meetings - City Clerk found a recording device and it was decided to try that but it did not work properly so Hills recorded on his phone.  Hills advised the clerks to find one similar and purchase.  Deputy Clerk O’Brien has already researched and found one similar that will hold one year’s worth of meetings for approximately $100.
Discuss/Approve Purchase of Community Center Chairs and Tables – Painter was absent but advised Shoppa that he is still checking into this with HON.  This will be tabled until next month.
Livestock Ordinance – After some discussion about the definition of a parcel and the amount of animals allowed, Bowers was advised to prepare a final draft that will be on the agenda to pass at the next City Council meeting on Feb. 4th, 2020.

Approve LL Pelling Pricing for 2020 - Anderson made a motion to accept the bid from LL Pelling and Garrett 2nd.  Motion passed unanimously.
Ordinance 2020-001 Cable Franchise – First Reading – Anderson made a motion to approve first reading of the Cable Franchise Ordinance and Garrett 2nd.  Roll call was made and motion passed unanimously.
Ordinance 2020-001 Cable Franchise – Waive 2nd & 3rd - Anderson made a motion to waive 2nd and 3rd reading of the Cable Franchise Ordinance and Hillman 2nd.  Roll call was made and motion passed unanimously.
Ordinance 2020-001 Cable Franchise – Final Passage - Anderson made a motion to approve final passage of the Cable Franchise Ordinance and Garrett 2nd.  Roll call was made and motion passed unanimously.
Ordinance 2020-002 Natural Gas Franchise – First Reading - Garrett made a motion to approve first reading of the Natural Gas Franchise Ordinance and Anderson 2nd.  Roll call was made and motion passed unanimously.
Ordinance 2020-002 Natural Gas Franchise – Waive 2nd & 3rd   - Garrett made a motion to waive 2nd and 3rd reading of the Natural Gas Franchise Ordinance and Hillman 2nd.  Roll call was made and motion passed unanimously.
Ordinance 2020-002 Natural Gas Franchise – Final Passage - Garrett made a motion to approve final passage of the Natural Gas Franchise Ordinance and Bowers 2nd.  Roll call was made and motion passed unanimously.
City Council Participation in Committees – Hills advised that Columbus Junction has committees such as finance, streets & sidewalks, community development, and public safety.  These committees include two council members.  Hills would like to discuss this at the next council meeting.
