Fruitland City Council Meeting at City Hall

Roll Call – Present were Anderson, Bowers, Hills, Painter, Hillman and Garrett.
Minutes of Last Meeting – Bowers made a motion to approve minutes of last meeting and Painter 2nd.  Motion passed unanimously.
Approve Agenda – Hillman would like to add where to hang “Drive Like Your Kids Live Here” signs to agenda.  Bowers would like to add Trunk or Treat to agenda.  Hills would like to add Employee Overtime to agenda.  Painter made a motion to approve agenda with additions and Anderson 2nd.  Motion passed unanimously.
Financial Report – Hillman checked financials.  Hills would like to move funds from road supplies to street maintenance.  Clerk Shoppa will take care of this.  Garrett made a motion to approve financial report and Hillman 2nd.  Motion passed unanimously.  Garrett will check next month’s financials.  Fund balances are as follows: Road - $5,795.21, LOST Sewer & Water - $61,120.24, LOST Lawful - $124,105.09.
Old Business

Employee Handbook – Resolution 2020-10-13b – This was tabled until next month to allow time to decide a few more details.

Animal Control Ordinance – Garrett made a motion to approve animal control ordinance after removing the Cane Corso & Presa Canario as prohibited dogs and adding penalty 1-3-2.  Bowers 2nd and motion passed unanimously.

Marvin Hardy Building – Hills advised that he has not heard anything in 3-1/2 weeks about fixing the building so a formal nuisance letter will be sent certified mail.  A motion was made by Garrett to include in the letter he has 15 days after mailing to fix the issue and Anderson 2nd.  Motion passed 4-1.

Drive Like Your Kids Live Here Signs – The City Council agreed to the following areas to put signs.  
1.  Muscatine St.- North 2.  North St. – West 3.  North St. - East.  4.  North St. by Summerfield Blvd.  
5.  Sand Run Road Radar Sign 6.  Donna Dr. – South 7.  Summerfield Blvd. - North 8.  Turkey Road - North  
9.  Crimson Ave. speed limit sign - North 10.  Cedar St. – North

Trunk or Treat – Bowers was concerned about CDC guidelines on Trunk or Treat.  Clerk Shoppa advised that park board chairman has posted in park board meeting minutes that they will practice social distancing and cars will park one parking stall apart.  This event will proceed as planned.
New Business


Appoint Planning & Zoning Members – Angie Crumly & Derrick Sides – Painter made a motion to elect Crumly & Sides to Planning & Zoning.  Hillman 2nd and motion passed unanimously for a term of 5 years.

Fruitland Fire District Funding – Anderson made a motion to approve $26,000.  Motion failed.  Hills would like to see the City Council follow 28E agreement and wait for a budget from the Fire Department.  Decision was made to table this agenda item and return to it after the discussion on Agenda item CARES ACT Resolution 2020-10-13a.  Anderson rescinded his motion.

Public Hearing of Animal Control Ordinance – Public hearing was open at 10:00 p.m.  No citizens comments.

Close Public Hearing – Anderson made a motion to close public hearing and Painter 2nd.  Motion passed unanimously.


Animal Control Ordinance 2020-10-13 – Anderson made a motion to pass animal control ordinance and Painter 2nd.  Roll call was made and was unanimous.

Waive 2nd & 3rd reading for 2020-10-13 – Garrett made a motion to wave 2nd and 3rd readings and Anderson 2nd.  Roll call was made and was unanimous.

CARES ACT Resolution 2020-10-13a – Paragraph 4 will be changed to remove the word “not” and change date to August – September.  Bowers made a motion to pass with changes and Anderson 2nd.  Motion passed unanimously.

Employee Overtime – Employee handbook states that the Mayor must approve overtime so Hills is approving overtime for snow removal.


Fruitland Fire District Funding – Bowers made a motion for an “in kind” donation for $6,517.00 to fire department.  Anderson 2nd.  Motion failed 3-2.  
Correspondence – Clerk Shoppa advised Rod Drake passed away and they would like to donate money to Drake Park.
