Minutes of Last Meeting – Painter made a motion to approve minutes of last meeting and Hillman 2nd.  Motion passed unanimously.
Approve Agenda – Painter made a motion to approve agenda and Bowers 2nd.  Motion passed unanimously.
Financial Report – Bowers checked the financial report.  Garrett made a motion to approve the financial report and Bowers 2nd.  Motion passed unanimously.  Painter will be next month. Fund Balance are as follows:  Road Use Tax - $24,203.23, LOST Sewer & Water - $62,778.55, LOST Lawful $62,169.70.
Old Business

Garbage Ordinance- Clerks advised the update will be sent to Bi-State tomorrow.

Garbage Increase/Resolution – This will be on next month’s agenda to approve after Bi-State updates the ordinance. Hills asked clerks to check on status of new larger dumpsters.

Nuisance Update – Shoppa advised she talked to resident at 149 North St.  He has moved the telephone pole as City Council requested.  The vehicles in the back yard are registered every year.  He is working on fixing his gutters and will continue to make progress in mowing and weeding the yard.  The clerks were also advised that the rooster problem on Hunts Ave. has seem to be resolved.  They have not received anything from the property at 161 Sand Run Road


Livestock Acreage Ordinance Update – Hills has notes since he was not present at the last meeting and will meet with Bowers to compare notes.  This will be on next month’s agenda.

Traffic Control & Safety – Radar Signs/ATE Ordinance – Shoppa reported that the radar sign companies do not have the capabilities to demonstrate the signs at a council meeting but they did provide a list of towns that have them. Hills asked the clerks to call them and ask how the signs were performing in their town.  No update was given on the ATE ordinance.

Pedestrian Pathway and Sidewalks – Anderson and Hills have been working on this but no bids can be received without drawings.  This will also be on next month’s agenda.

Recording Council Meetings- Shoppa reported that information was sent to City Council and no feedback was given.  City Council was asked to look over the emails and give feedback at the next meeting.

Census Complete Count Committee – No volunteers for this committee.
New Business

Trick or Treat Date- A motion was made by Painter and Garrett 2nd with a unanimous vote to approve trick or treat date to be the same as Muscatine when they set theirs.  Shoppa reported that the Park Board will have a Trunk or Treat in the Community Center parking lot on the same night. Sink reported that he will have a police officer at the Community Center as well.

Library Contract – The yearly contract for the Library is up for renewal at $3,187.33.  Bowers made a motion to approve the Library Contract and Anderson 2nd with a unanimous vote.
