Roll Call – Present were Anderson, Bowers, Hills, Painter and Hillman.  Garrett was absent.
Minutes of Last Meeting – Painter made a motion to approve the minutes of the last meeting and Bowers 2nd.  Motion passed unanimously.
Approve Agenda – Bowers would like to add Railroad to new business and Hills would like to add porta potty to Drake Park also.  Painter made a motion to approve the amended agenda and Bowers 2nd.  Motion passed unanimously.
Financial Report – Garrett had financials and she advised Clerk Shoppa via telephone that she would be gone but she would drop off signed copy of bank statement.  Bowers made a motion to approve financial report and Anderson 2nd.  Motion passed unanimously.  Fund balances are as follows: Road - $10,679.76, LOST Sewer & Water - $61,120.24, LOST Lawful - $131,363.95.
Old Business

Employee Handbook – Resolution 2020-11-10 – The City Council decided to use the employee anniversary date for calculating vacation accrual and exclude City Council members and Mayor from holiday and vacation pay.  Painter made a motion to approve employee handbook with necessary changes and Anderson 2nd.  Roll call was made to pass resolution 2020-11-10 and was unanimous.

Traffic Control & Safety - Original “Drive Like Your Kids Live Here” signs are too small therefore it was decided to purchase larger signs for only the four entrances into Fruitland.  City Council would like the Clerks to contact the DOT to get involved in the 10-ton embargo problem with semi-trailers in City Limits.  More data needs to be collected as to when the semi-trailers are entering the city to provide to the Muscatine Police Department.    

Marvin Hardy Building – A bid was received from Brad Knouse Builders for $600 to fix the window.  A motion was made by Anderson to accept up to $200 more to paint the treated lumber and Painter 2nd.  Motion passed 3-1.
New Business

Park – Christmas/Shelter/Playground Equipment/ Appoint Two Park Board Members /Porta Potty
Park Chairman Megan Dieckman attended and advised an event called “Deck the Trunk” for December 12th, 2020.  The Park Board was wondering on the progress on the new shelter.  Mayor Hills advised due to COVID that this has not been a priority at this time.  Dieckman also advised the Park Board would like to see playground equipment in the grass area of the Community Center.  The Mayor also approved the appointment of Michelle Sides and Jessica Mitchell to the Park Board replacing Nadine Haskins and Kathie Tobias effective immediately.  The Mayor would like to find out a cost on putting a porta potty at Drake Park as the bathrooms are closed due to water being turned off for the winter.

Approve Annual Financial Report – Anderson made a motion to approve annual financial report and Hillman 2nd.  Motion passed unanimously.

Fire Department Request – Bowers made a motion to approve additional funds budgeted of $6,517 to Fire Department and Anderson 2nd.  Motion passed unanimously.

Railroad – Bowers is requesting that we investigate the Iowa Code 327G.32.  Shoppa will pass on to the attorney and a meeting will be requested with the Iowa Governor to discuss this problem.
Correspondence – Bowers would like a thank you note sent to the Drake family for the donation to the park.  Shoppa advised she was contacted via text that Brad Knouse Builders will keep price at $600 and paint as required.  
Citizen’s Opportunity – Don Briggs would like to see the time frame extended on the ordinance Chapter 3 Title 3 for off road utility vehicles.  This will be on the next meeting’s agenda.
Pay Bills – Anderson made a motion to pay bills and Painter 2nd.  Motion passed unanimously.
