Roll Call – Present were Anderson, Bowers, Hills, Painter, Hillman and Garrett.
Minutes of Last Meeting – Painter made a motion to approve minutes and Hillman 2nd.  Motion passed unanimously.
Approve Agenda – Garrett made a motion to approve agenda and Bowers 2nd. Motion passed unanimously.
Financial Report – Painter made a motion to approve financial report and Garrett 2nd.  Motion passed unanimously.  Hillman will check financials next month.  Fund Balance are as follows:  Road Use Tax - $34,460.48, LOST Sewer & Water - $61,870.24, LOST Lawful $78,120.40.
Old Business
Garbage Ordinance – Discussion incurred regarding several minor amendments.
First Reading 2019-002 – Bowers made a motion to approve 2019-002 as amended and Anderson 2nd.  Roll call vote was taken; motion passed unanimously.
Waive 2nd & 3rd Reading 2019-002 – Painter made a motion to waive 2nd & 3rd reading and Hillman 2nd.  Roll call vote was taken; motion passed unanimously.
Final Passage 2019-002 – Garrett made a motion and Anderson 2nd.  Roll call vote was taken; motion passed unanimously.
Garbage Increase/Resolution – Anderson made a motion to approve garbage resolution 2019-11-12 and Hillman 2nd.  Roll call vote was taken; motion passed unanimously.
Nuisance Update – Clerks advised that the property at 161 Sand Run Road has made some progress by moving five cars and hauling two loads to the Transfer Station.
Livestock Acreage Ordinance Update – This was tabled until next meeting.
Traffic Control & Safety – Radar Signs/ATE Ordinance – Bowers made a motion to approve purchasing two TC600S Radar Signs.  Roll call as follows: Anderson – yay, Bowers – yay, Painter – nay, Hillman – yay, 
Garrett – nay.  Motion passed 3-2.
Pedestrian Pathway and Sidewalks – – Hills reported the he has spoken to Pro Paving from Burlington and they are interested in bidding on the project. LL Pelling is not interested in bidding on the project. Hills would like to get a bid from Heuer Construction from Muscatine.  Anderson spoke to Taylor Ridge Paving and is also waiting on a bid.
Recording Council Meetings
- Garrett found a wired audio recording system for $1,599.  City Council would like to get wireless if possible.  Painter will champion this project and will keep on the agenda for next month.
New Business
Cable Television Franchise Agreement with MPW – Painter made a motion to approve and Bowers 2nd. Motion passed unanimously.
Approve Annual Financial Report – Clerks reported that this report has not yet been finished and this will be on next month’s agenda.
Muscatine County Hazard Mitigation Plan update – Hills reported that on 10/28/19 he attended a meeting to represent the City of Fruitland regarding our County Hazard Mitigation Plan.  This enables the city to be able to receive FEMA money when necessary.  Hills asked the Clerks to check into a City Hazard Mitigation Plan and report back to City Council.
Planning & Zoning

Park – Bingo will be held once in November on the 14th and once in December on the 12th.  A discussion was held about needing Wi-Fi in the park for cameras.  The bathrooms in the park have been closed for the winter.  Access to cameras have been allowed to the Muscatine Police Department for criminal investigation purposes.
Correspondence – Hills advised a citizen was concerned about people running a stop sign at Emerald Lane and Valley Drive.  Lt. Sink has been advised and will further investigate the situation.
Citizen’s Opportunity – Lt. Sink asked if Trunk or Treat was a success.  We advised that it was and it will be held again next year.
Pay Bills – Anderson made a motion to pay bills.  Painter 2nd and it was unanimous.
Closing Comments – Clerks advised budget meeting will start next month at 6:00 pm and regular meeting at 7:00 pm on December 10th.
