6:00 pm – Budget Session
Roll Call - Present were Garrett, Hillman, Painter, Hills, Bowers and Anderson.

Budget session adjourned at 7:08 pm by Painter.
7:15 pm – Council meeting
Roll Call - Present were Garrett, Hillman, Painter, Hills, Bowers and Anderson.
Minutes of Last Meeting – Painter made a motion to approve minutes of last meeting and Bowers 2nd.   Motion approved unanimously.
Approve Agenda – O’Brien would like to add Clerk’s Report back to the agenda to report back findings to the City Council.  Hills asked to add Drainage District #13 to new business.  A motion was made by Garrett to accept the amended agenda and Hillman 2nd.  Motion approved unanimously.
Financial Report – Anderson made a motion to approve financial report and Bowers 2nd.  Motion passed unanimously.  Bowers requested that Painter approve financials next month as he will be out of town and Painter agreed.
Old Business
Traffic Control and Safety – Hills reported that one radar speed sign has been installed and working properly on Sand Run Road.  The Clerks will download a report monthly to send to the City Council.  The second sign should be up in approximately one week by Drake Park.  Garrett was instrumental in getting the Fruitland Ordinance Code in the TraCS System so that the Muscatine Police Department can begin giving the City of Fruitland its portion of fines issued within the city.

Pedestrian Pathway and Sidewalks – Hills reported that he is waiting on Pro Paving to bid and this will be on the April agenda.  Hills would like a letter sent to 100 Lois Lane to finish sidewalks.  
Approve Purchase of Community Center Chairs and Tables – Painter has received quotes from the Hon Co. for 200 chairs at $13,700 and with padded seats at $21,596.  Additional carts would cost approximately $956 (for 5).  Tables 36x72 would run $600/each that nest and roll or 30x72 for $277/each that also nest and roll.  Painter asked if the Muscatine Lions Club or the Fruitland Fire Department would like to raise money by cleaning the existing chairs.  The City Council would also like to see the chair that is available at the Island United Methodist Church again.  Hills asked Painter to quote a 36x72 table without nesting for next month’s agenda.
Ordinance 2020-003 Livestock – First Reading – Anderson made a motion and Bowers 2nd this motion.  Roll call was made and it was unanimous.
Ordinance 2020-003 Livestock – Waive 2nd and 3rd – Anderson suggested we wait to waive the 2nd and 3rd reading to make sure this ordinance is written correctly concerning the 60-foot setback.  City Council agreed so this will be on next month’s agenda.  No action was taken.
Ordinance 2020-003 Livestock – Final Passage – No action was taken.
Nuisance Update – Painter would like to get in touch with 161 Sand Run Road and ask if the property can be inspected by city council so we have more information regarding the property.  We also need to contact 149 North St. to find out progress on that property.  Deputy Clerk O’Brien advised council we have a written complaint on a tree at 130 Main St. from a new homeowner.  This will be on the April’s agenda.
New Business
Drainage District #13 – Tim Stevens made a presentation that he would like the City of Fruitland to be aware of a possible problem at the levy with increasing seep water.
Approve Board of Adjustment Member (Baker) – Bowers made a motion to approve Baker for a new term on the Board of Adjustments and Painter 2nd.  Motion passed unanimously.  His 5-year term will expire 2-2025.
L-M After Prom Donation – Anderson made a motion to donate $150 to L-M for prom and Garrett 2nd.  Motion passed unanimously.
Culligan Proposal – City Council would like to receive other quotes and table until next month.
Fire Department – No representative attended so this will be tabled until next month.
Council Committees – Hills would like to know if anyone is interested in getting on committees such as Streets and Sidewalks.
Planning & Zoning – Planning & Zoning will be needing two new members in April.  Hills would like this item removed from the agenda in the future unless an update is needed.
Park – Hills would like this removed from the agenda in the future unless an update is needed.
