Fruitland City Council Meeting at City Hall
Tuesday, March 10th, 2020
7:00 pm – Council meeting

Roll Call – Present were Anderson, Bowers, Painter, Hillman and Garrett.  Hills was absent.
Minutes of Last Meeting – Painter made a motion to approve minutes of last meeting and Bowers 2nd.  Motion passed unanimously.
Approve Agenda – Bowers made a motion to approve agenda and Hillman 2nd.  Motion passed unanimously.
Financial Report – Painter made a motion to approve the financial report and Bowers 2nd.  Motion passed unanimously.  Bowers will be responsible for next month’s financials.  Fund balances are as follow: Road - $35,293.85, LOST Sewer & Water - $61,120.24, LOST Lawful - $96,533.59.
Clerks Report – Nothing to report.
Old Business
Discuss/Approve Purchase of Community Center Chairs and Tables – Painter will get more information about the warranty on the chairs from HON and report back at next month’s meeting.  He will also bring color samples for the tables. 
Traffic Control and Safety – Shoppa reported that we received reimbursement for the Sign Replacement Program.  She also reported that both radar signs are up and running.  Reports from the radar signs were discussed and need to be scrutinized closer to report data.  The radar sign at Drake Park was not placed in the position that the City Council approved but it was decided to see how it goes for now and possibly move at a later date.  Shoppa also reported that we received our first check from the Muscatine County Clerk of Court for fines in Fruitland.
Nuisance Update – Clerks reported that the property owners in question were unable to be contacted after a few attempts so they will continue to try to make contact with them for an update.
Pass 2nd Reading of Livestock Ordinance 2020-003 – Anderson made a motion to pass the second reading of the livestock ordinance and Bowers 2nd.  Roll Call was made and it was passed unanimously.
Waive 3rd Reading of Livestock Ordinance 2020-003 – Anderson made a motion to waive the third reading of the livestock ordinance and Hillman 2nd.  Roll Call was made and it was passed unanimously.
New Business
Appoint Planning and Zoning Member – Anderson made a motion to appoint Matt McCleary and Painter 2nd.  Motion was passed unanimously.  His term will end in April of 2025.  We are still looking for two more members and will post these positions in the newsletter again.
Little Library at Drake Park – Mrs. Duytschaver, a fourth-grade teacher at L&M Elementary has requested permission to install and maintain a little library at Drake Park similar to the one in front of the Community Center. Bowers made a motion to approve installing the little library with location to be approved at next month’s meeting, Anderson 2nd.  Motion was passed unanimously.
Approve Purchase of Posting Board for Drake Park – Anderson made a motion to spend up to $1,000 on a posting board for the park and Bowers 2nd.  Motion was passed unanimously.
Approve Purchase of Playground Equipment for Drake Park – It was discussed to purchase an Expression Swing and a Ten Spin for the park.  City Council would like this approved by the Park Board prior to City Council approval.  Shoppa advised she would attend park board meeting next month to discuss with them and get more ideas from them.  This will be on next month’s agenda.
Approval to meet in Community Center – Pauline Foor would like to use the small room for quilting for citizens that would like to participate.  The Community Center Rental Fee Policy was discussed which includes a section for small meetings; this event would qualify as a small meeting and should proceed as such.
Fire Department Disbursements – Hillman asked the City Council how they would like to see the Fire Department ask for money when wanting to make a purchase.  A receipt or a quote on what is needed to purchase is needed with a price on it.  This can be brought to the City Council meeting, emailed or Hillman can bring to a city council meeting.  The bigger ticketed items that is needed to be purchased would require a budget so the City Council can see where income and expenses are what is being saved for the future purchases.
Correspondence – Clerks reported that two written dog complaints were received regarding the same property and forwarded to Hills to take further action with the lawyer.

Pay Bills – Anderson made a motion to pay bills and Painter 2nd.  Motion was passed unanimously.
