Fruitland City Council Meeting at City Hall
Tuesday, March 9, 2021

7:00 pm – Council meeting

Roll Call – Anderson, Bowers, Hills, Painter, Hillman and Garrett were present. 
Minutes of Last Meeting – Painter made a motion to approve minutes of last meeting and Bowers 2nd.  Motion passed unanimously. 
Approve Agenda – Hills would like to add Traffic Sign for Semis, Parade Permit Ordinance and Snow Removal Equipment to new business.  Anderson made a motion to approve the amended agenda and Garrett 2nd.  Motion passed unanimously. 
Financial Report – Hillman made a motion to approve the financial report and Garrett 2nd.  Motion passed unanimously.  Fund balances are as follows: Road - $26,928.65, LOST Sewer & Water - $61,120.24, LOST Lawful - $174,415.96. 
Public Hearing – Finalize FY22 Budget – Discussion about the city not raising or lowering taxes this year took place with the citizens present.  Bowers made a motion to close the Public Hearing and Anderson 2nd.  Roll call was made and motion passed unanimously. 
Approve Resolution 2020-03-09 – Anderson made a motion to approve Resolution 2020-03-09 and Garrett 2nd.  Roll call was made and motion passed unanimously. 
Old Business

Veterans Memorial – The location of the memorial is going to be at least 12 feet from the property line.  The ground will be built up next to the sidewalk to ensure the new sidewalk will be level with the existing sidewalk.  Anderson made a motion to approve the location of the Veterans Memorial with the appropriate setback of 12 feet and Bowers 2nd.  Motion passed unanimously.

Fruitland Fire Agency Amendment – Discussion was made about the changes that are included in the amendment. Hills advised some changes regarding separating the formula out for fire calls and medical calls.  Tabled until next month to incorporate changes to the amendment. 

Bathroom Privacy Screen – Due to ADA compliance there is not enough room to put a stall door without having to move the existing sink.  There was discussion on whether the direction of the existing bathroom entrance door could be changed.  This was tabled until next month. 

Culligan Water System – Tabled until Spring in order to determine whether the sprinklers hit the building and if the sprinklers can be adjusted. 
New Business



Close Street for Fruitland Fire Department Fundraiser – Closing Sand Run Road from North Street to the end of the Fire Department property line on July 10th from 5 a.m. to 10 p.m.  Bowers made a motion to allow the Fire Department to close Sand Run on July 10th from 5 a.m. to 10 p.m. and that the Fire Department is responsible for blocking the street. Painter 2nd. Motion passed unanimously. 

Discuss United States Postal Service Lease Agreement – Tabled until next month to better understand the lease agreement. 

Park Board/Non-Fundraising Events – Discussion to approve purchasing candy for the Park Board Easter Egg Hunt.  Anderson made a motion to approve spending up to $400 and Painter 2nd.  Motion passed unanimously. 

Traffic Sign for Semi’s – Add signs to the four city entrances to help prevent semi traffic through town.  Tabled until next meeting. 


Parade Permit Ordinance – Hills is going to tailor Muscatine’s Parade Permit Ordinance towards Fruitland and give to council to look at.  Tabled until next meeting. 


Snow Removal Equipment – The City does not have the proper equipment to clear the city sidewalks and bike path on Muscatine Street.  Council was asked to think about purchasing the proper equipment for next year or think about hiring someone with the proper equipment for next year. This was tabled until next month.
