Fruitland City Council Meeting at City Hall
Tuesday, April 13, 2021

7:00 pm – Council meeting

Roll Call – Anderson, Bowers, Hills, Painter and Hillman were present. Garrett was absent.
Minutes of Last Meeting – Painter made a motion to approve minutes of last meeting and Anderson 2nd.  Motion passed unanimously. 
Approve Agenda – Bowers made a motion to approve the agenda and Painter 2nd.  Motion passed unanimously. 
Financial Report – Bowers made a motion to approve the financial report and Anderson 2nd.  Motion passed unanimously.  Fund balances are as follows: Road - $22,967.27, LOST Sewer & Water - $61,120.24, LOST Lawful - $190,088.59. 
Old Business

Culligan/Kirby Water System –  Brad Kirby from Kirby Water Conditioning explained benefits of a lawn irrigation treatment system to prevent rust on the City Hall/Community Center building.  Hills would like to see if Sewer & Water funds can be used for this project.  Anderson made a motion to purchase lawn irrigation treatment system and Bowers 2nd.  Motion passed 3-1 with Painter voting against it.

Fruitland Fire Agency Amendment – Discussion was made about the changes that are included in the amendment. Hills advised some changes regarding separating the formula out for fire calls and medical calls.  Anderson made a motion to approve the new formula and Bowers 2nd.  Roll call was made and motion failed due to a tie with Painter and Hillman voting no.

Bathroom Privacy Screen – Due to ADA compliance the existing bathroom door can’t be moved.  Painter made a motion to approve purchasing a screen and labor to install with no additional door and Hillman 2nd.  Motion passed 3-1 with Anderson voting against it.

Discuss United States Postal Service Lease Agreement – Hills believes he can negotiate a better price for this agreement so Bowers made a motion to give Mayor Hills authority to negotiate with no additional approval needed and Anderson 2nd.  Motion carried unanimously. 

Traffic Sign for Semi’s – Police officer Bryant advised City Council that the Trac system has been updated and that they are concentrating on this issue.  Anderson made a motion to purchase five signs and Bowers 2nd.  Motion passed unanimously.
New Business


Approve Park Purchases – Bowers made a motion to allow the Park & Recreation Board $300 to purchase landscaping fabric and mulch for Drake Park and Tornado Park.  Motion passed unanimously.  Shoppa advised that park ballfield bleachers are being donated by the L-M Youth League.  

Parade Permit Ordinance – Hills advised there is still work to be done on the permit and we will table until May to give City Council time to review.

Dumpsters – Painter made a motion to move the dumpster from the compost site to the Fire Station and Anderson 2nd.  Motion passed unanimously.  Fire Chief Don Briggs approved this and advised he has cameras to keep an eye on this temporary (60 days) situation due to the accumulation of unwanted items at the Compost site that the maintenance men have to remove.

Pay Bills Policy/Process – Shoppa advised that the pay bills item on agenda was for the previous months bills that are approved to pay per Resolution No. 2019-3-5A.  Anderson made a motion to approve pay bills report and Painter 2nd.  Motion passed unanimously.

L-M Prom Donation – Painter made a motion to donate $150 and Anderson 2nd for the substance free lock in.  Motion passed 3-1 with Bowers voting against.  


Approve Fire Department Liquor License – Anderson made a motion to approve the liquor license for the July 10th fundraiser at the Fire Department and Painter 2nd.  Motion passed unanimously.


Appoint Sarah Hillman to new term on Fire Board of Directors – Hillman agreed to stay on the Fire Board for the time being.  Bowers made a motion to appoint Hillman and Painter 2nd.  Motion passed unanimously with Hillman abstaining from the vote.


LL Pelling Bid – Anderson made a motion to accept the bid of $41,472.40 to fix roads and Bowers 2nd.  Motion passed unanimously.
Correspondence – Mayor Hills advised the new owner of Mad Marv’s has advised that she is putting a new roof on the storage building and replacing doors.  Nuisance properties will be added to next month’s agenda.
