New Business
Amend FY20 Budget – City Council examined budget amendment and discussed recommendations to reduce expenses.  Another City Council meeting will be held on 4/21/20 to discuss further before Public Hearing on 5/12/20.
Fire Department Request – City Council did not approve request for additional funds.
Correspondence – Garrett advised that she was questioned about City property being used to dump compost in a field owned by Mayor, Marty Hills.  Hills replied that the compost has to be cleaned and dirt removed from there to make room for more.  Hills allowed them to dump free of charge ALL debris otherwise this will have to be sent to Muscatine Landfill for a fee of $60/ton.  Garrett would like to see this advertised free to citizens to come to compost site to dispose of.  Hills advised this will need to be budgeted for next year.
