Roll Call – Present were Anderson, Bowers, Hills, Painter, Hillman and Garrett.
Minutes of Last Meeting – Painter made a motion to approve minutes of last meeting and Bowers 2nd.  Motion passed unanimously.
Approve Agenda – Hills asked to add Title 3 Chapter 3 Traffic Code Ordinance to new business.  Anderson made a motion to approve revised agenda and Garrett 2nd.  Motion passed unanimously.
Financial Report – Anderson did not have time to do financial report but Garrett did.  Hills suggested to change Bills to Pay to Paid Bills Report.  Garrett made a motion to approve financial report and Bowers 2nd.  Motion passed unanimously.  Fund balances are as follows: Road - $45,198.00, LOST Sewer & Water - $61,120.24, LOST Lawful - $186,095.86. 
Old Business

Fruitland Fire Agency Amendment – Garrett made a motion to approve the Fire Agency Amendment #1 that includes changing to a fiscal year and the formula to include total calls (fire & EMS) of area served from just fire calls of area served and Anderson 2nd.  A roll call was made and passed 4-1 with Bowers voting against it.

Parade Permit Ordinance – After further discussion, City Council will send recommendations to this ordinance to the clerks by May 25th and this will be put on next month’s agenda.

Nuisance Abatement – Painter recommended that City Council read the nuisance ordinance again and revisit this in July.  

Compost – City Council decided to keep turning the compost and post on Facebook that Fruitland residents may help themselves to it.

Park Board/Basketball Court – Painter made a motion to approve up to $1,000 to park upkeep and repair and Garrett 2nd.  Motion passed unanimously.

Clean Up Day – Anderson would like to see a Fruitland Clean Up day with volunteers on a weekend to help residents clean up their properties if they would be in need of extra help.  This will be tabled until next month.

Holiday Resolution – Anderson made a motion to approve resolution 2021-05-11b and Garrett 2nd.  Roll call was made and passed unanimously.

Salary Resolution – Anderson made a motion to approve resolution 2021-05-11a and Garrett 2nd.  Roll call was made and passed unanimously.

Clerk Books – After further discussion, City Council would like more information to approve this expense so it was tabled until next month.

Refuse Collection 28E Agreement/Resolution 2021-05-11c – Painter made a motion to approve 28E agreement/resolution and Bowers 2nd.  Roll call was made and passed unanimously.

Fruitland Fun Day Liquor License – Garrett made a motion to approve Fruitland Fun Day liquor license and Hillman 2nd.  Motion passed unanimously.

Title 3 Chapter 3 Traffic Code Ordinance – A discussion about adding Box Car Road to this ordinance was made and decided to leave as is at this time.

Correspondence – Clerks advised City Council that someone renting the Community Center would like to have a bounce house and a water slide during their event.  This will be put on agenda next month. The Clerks also advised City Council about road signs on backorder and it was decided to put on next months agenda after the Clerks find out if we can purchase elsewhere.
