7:00 pm – Council meeting

Roll Call – Anderson, Hills, Painter, Hillman and Garrett were present.  Bowers attended at 7:03 due to technical difficulties. 
Minutes of Last Meeting – Anderson made a motion to approve minutes of last meeting and Painter 2nd.  Motion passed unanimously.
Approve Agenda – Garrett made a motion to approve agenda and Hillman 2nd.  Motion was passed unanimously.
Clerks Report – Nothing to report.
Financial Report – Hillman advised she checked the financial report and made a motion to approve and Painter 2nd.  Hills advised Hernandez was laid off due to COVID-19 and our budget restrictions.  Motion was passed unanimously. Fund balances are as follow: Road - $42,677.30, LOST Sewer & Water - $61,120.24, LOST Lawful - $86,121.40. 
Approve Final FY20 Budget Amendment – Garrett made a motion to approve final FY20 budget amendment and Anderson 2nd.  Motion passed unanimously.
Public Hearing – FY20 Budget Amendment – Hills opened public hearing and Briggs wanted to know why the additional funds for the fire station were cut.  Hills explained we are over budget and many things were cut due to effects of COVID-19.  Hills agreed to meet with Chief Briggs to discuss the budget.  Anderson made a motion to close public hearing and Bowers 2nd.  Roll call was made and was unanimous. 
Resolution on FY20 Budget Amendment - Roll call for resolution 2020-05-12 was unanimous.

Salary Resolution – Garrett made a motion to approve salary resolution with 2% raise and Anderson 2nd.  Motion was passed unanimously.
Holiday Resolution – Painter made a motion to approve holiday resolution and Hillman 2nd.  Motion was passed unanimously.
Fruitland Fun Day Scholarship Winners – We had two people, Laken Werner and Lauren Bodman, apply for the scholarship and City Council awarded each $500.00 with Anderson making that motion and Painter 2nd.  Motion was passed unanimously.
Correspondence – Hills advised a resident had a concern about a day care opening in Fruitland which we believed was fine and later found it is in our Ordinances.  Painter advised he will supply addresses on the roads that need patched.  Bowers asked about the road problem on Hunts Ave.  Hills advised that LL Pelling will look at it to determine if it needs fixed and advise.
Citizen’s Opportunity – Briggs resigned from Planning & Zoning effective immediately.  Haynes commented that in his opinion the Drake Park was not handled properly due to COVID-19 and should have been disinfected and closed.  
Pay Bills – Bowers made a motion to pay bills and Garrett 2nd.  Motion was passed unanimously.
