Discussion was held that it was to stop the high speed due to no other stop sign on that road since Muscatine St. and was originally temporary but City Council feels it needs to remain in place.  Painter advised that we need to try to prevent contractors from dumping in the compost site as it is for Fruitland residents only.  Briggs advised that he supervises the burning of the compost site for approximately 45 minutes about every three weeks.  Anderson would like a reminder in the newsletter to have pet owners be courteous with their animals.
