Nuisance Abatement – It was decided to only proceed with nuisance properties when a complaint is made and two council members will discuss when the situation arises.

Park Board Members – Anderson made a motion to approve three new members to Park Board and Painter 2nd.  Motion passed unanimously to nominate Mindy Reddell, Kay Chapman and Duston Gillaspie.

Police Protection – Lieutenant Vince Motto introduced himself and after a discussion on our semi problem he will get back to us at the next council meeting.

Election – Three council members and the Mayor are up for re-election and were presented with the paperwork to run for their respective council seat.

Canadian Pacific Railroad/Trains – Shoppa advised she spoke to Mayor Broderson and the railroad crossing at 57th St. was included in her discussion with the Canadian Pacific Railroad.  A follow up meeting is planned and Shoppa advised her Mayor Hills would like to be included in this meeting.  Mayor Hills would also like to see a bigger sign with the phone number for residents to call when the train has blocked the crossing for more than ten minutes.  

Ordinance Title 3 Chapter 1 – Bowers proposed a wording change to this ordinance that will be discussed at the next City Council meeting.

Website – Clerk Roenfeldt provided a presentation to update the City of Fruitland website as Internet Explorer will no longer be available next year.  This was tabled until next month.

American Rescue Plan – The City Council was informed about this program and the Clerks will provide them with more information.
