Fruitland City Council Meeting at City Hall
Tuesday, July 14th, 2020
7:00 pm – Council meeting

Roll Call – Anderson, Bowers, Hills, Hillman and Garrett were present.  Painter was absent.
Minutes of Last Meeting – Garrett made a motion to approve minutes of last meeting and Anderson 2nd.  Motion passed unanimously.
Approve Agenda – Hills added Mayor’s Objective for 2021 under new business to agenda after Fruitland Fun Day.  Bowers approved agenda and Hillman 2nd.  Motion passed unanimously.
Clerks Report – Shoppa introduced Torie Roenfeldt as new Deputy Clerk.  She started July 1, 2020 and will work up to 30 hours per week.  Possibly opening City Hall next week and will recommend visitors wear a mask.
Financial Report – Anderson checked financial report and found no issues.  Bowers asked about Profit and Loss and Shoppa advised it was attached in the email with end of month reports.  Garrett approved financial report and Anderson 2nd.  Motion passed unanimously.  Fund balances are as follow: Road - $49,886.50, LOST Sewer & Water - $61,120.24, LOST Lawful - $120,889.23.
Old Business
Dog Bite – Hills reported that our attorney, Craig Oppel, will proceed with the case if City Council would like but feels that our case has holes in it and would likely be overturned in a court challenge. City Council agrees that our ordinance needs updated.
Remove Dumpster at Drake Park & Compost Site – There are issues with cardboard that is not broken down in the dumpsters.  Hills would like to send a letter to the citizen involved to see if we can control this situation.  Anderson made a motion to remove Drake Park dumpster but not the Compost Site for three months.  Motion fails due to no second.
Traffic Control & Safety – Request has been made to remove stop sign at North St. and Emerald Lane but City Council does not feel that is a good solution.  City Council feels speed bumps are a better solution at this time and may eliminate semi traffic also.  City Maintenance employee will be asked to install until September 8th City Council meeting to discuss if this has helped the problem.  
New Business

Fruitland Fun Day – Due to the corona virus the City Council feels that it would be in the best interest of our citizens to cancel Fruitland Fun Day this year.  Anderson made a motion and Bowers 2nd.  Motion passed unanimously.
Mayor’s Objective for 2021 – Hills would like to address the following objectives.  Road work salaries, human resources performance review process, Road Use and LOST income, public fund allocations (L-M prom, Scholarships), purchasing policy, funding Fire Department, funding Fruitland Fun Day, funding Easter Egg Hunt, funding Christmas Party, data protection, employee email accounts, create ordinance for street closures (parades, street construction, block parties) , and property tax reduction.

Correspondence – Garrett advised City Council that the Fruitland Fire Department is Fruitland Fire Agency not a Township Fire Department it is a partnership between the City and the Township and apologizes for the miscommunication. 
Citizen’s Opportunity
Pay Bills – Anderson made a motion to pay bills and Bowers 2nd.  Motion passed unanimously.
Closing Comments – Hills would like to revisit the ATE Ordinance.  Hills asked City Council if they would like to keep the meeting in person and everyone agreed that it is preferred.  Anderson thanked citizens for attending and advised that we need their feedback.
Adjourn – Anderson made a motion to adjourn.
