Fruitland City Council Meeting at City Hall
Tuesday, August 11th, 2020
7:00 pm – Council meeting

Roll Call – Anderson, Hills, Painter, Hillman and Garrett were present.  Bowers attended via telephone.
Minutes of Last Meeting – Painter made a motion to approve minutes of last meeting and Anderson 2nd.  Motion passed unanimously.
Approve Agenda – Painter made a motion to approve the agenda and Hillman 2nd.  Motion passed unanimously.
Clerks Report – Shoppa advised nothing to report.
Financial Report -  Bowers reviewed bank statement and made a motion to approve financial report.  Garrett 2nd the motion and it was passed unanimously.  Painter has next month.  Fund balances are as follow: Road - $63,251.48, LOST Sewer & Water - $61,120.24, LOST Lawful - $108,259.65.
Old Business
Traffic Control & Safety – Bi-State installed six traffic devices to do a study on the cars traveling on North St., Sand Run Road and Muscatine St.   North Street also called G38 is a farm to market road.  The study concluded that 81% of the cars on North St. were traveling at a speed of 0-34 mph, 14% were traveling at a speed of 35-39 mph and less than 5% were traveling over 40 mph.  The recommendation was made to increase speed limit to 35 mph but Mayor Hills does not want to do this.  After further discussion, Painter made a motion to move the portable speed sign from Drake Park to this location in the best possible spot within 50 feet of city limits or per the maintenance men recommendations with City Council approval.  The sign will face West recording traffic from the East and placed on the South side of the street.  Garrett 2nd that motion and motion passed unanimously.  Clerks were asked to write a letter to citizens involved at 169 North St. and 171 North St. to advise them of this decision.
Animal Control Ordinance – Council recommended that the current Animal Control Ordinance, Title 4 Chapter 1, be revised to include language that was removed from the previous Animal Control Ordinance. The ordinance will be re-written to include the previous language for consideration at the next regularly scheduled council meeting. 
New Business

Presentation of the final draft of the 2020 Muscatine County Multi-Jurisdiction Local Hazard Mitigation Plan, with Emergency Manager Brian Wright. – Mr. Wright was unable to attend due to current storm.
 
Discussion and possible action to approve Resolution # 2020-08-11a Approval and Adoption of the Muscatine County Multi-Jurisdiction Local Hazard Mitigation Plan.   Anderson advised he attends these meetings and we need to approve this to receive FEMA funds in the future.  Bowers made a motion to pass this resolution and Anderson 2nd.  Motion passed unanimously.
Veterans Memorial Project – Mrs. Hawley made a presentation about the Veterans Memorial project.  It will be a 16’ x 16’ concrete slab with benches on the South side of the Community Center Parking lot.  There will be approximately 120 names on this memorial.  Kellor & Kellor is donating the landscaping and Iowa Memorial Granite Company has kept their price down also.  Musco will be donating the lighting and Paul & Linda Elshoff will donate the cost of installation for electrical for the light.  The City of Fruitland will be required to maintain this project in the future.  City Council needs to determine location to put this memorial.  The Fruitland Lions Club only need $7,500 in donations to finish this project.  Due to all quarries being shut down this project will not be completed until next year.  
Employee Handbook – The resolution will need to be updated at the next council meeting with changes required.
Resolution to Transfer Funds for FY20 – This resolution is to transfer following FY20 expenditures from Special Revenue to General.  Road Use Tax ($135,351.85) Local Option Sales Tax – Lawful Purpose ($50,455.32) Local Option Sales Tax – Sewer and Water ($1,867.72) General Fund to Debt Service for Bond payment ($55,593.72) and Road Use Tax fund to Debt Service for Bond Payment ($15,593.75).  A motion was made by Painter and Garrett 2nd.  Motion passed unanimously.
New City Emails – New emails were created for each Council member, City Clerks and Mayor to use for city purposes only.  All members agreed to use this email.
Mad Marv’s Outdoor Event – Marvin Hardy addressed City Council with Paul Elshoff to have an outdoor event in late August or early September for Lefty & The Spinners to perform at Mad Marv’s. This will be an outdoor event for three hours in the evening on a Saturday night.  They would like permission to close part of Center St.  After further discussion, Painter made a motion to close Center St. and Bowers 2nd.  Motion passed 4-1.
Renew Library Contract – Garrett made a motion to renew library contract and Painter 2nd.  Motion passed unanimously.
