Fruitland City Council Meeting at City Hall
Tuesday, August 13th, 2019

Roll Call – Present were Anderson, Bowers, Hills, Painter, Hillman, and Garrett
Minutes of Last Meeting – Painter made a motion to approve minutes and Bowers 2nd. Motion passed unanimously.
Approve Agenda – Painter made a motion to approve agenda and Hillman 2nd. Motion passed unanimously.
Financial Report – Garrett made a motion to approve the financial report and Painter 2nd. Motion passed unanimously.
Old Business
Garbage Update/Increase – Anderson made a motion to increase the monthly garbage rate from $22.50 to $23.50 due to an increase by the City of Muscatine, Garrett 2nd. Motion passed unanimously.  The Clerks will prepare a resolution to be on the agenda next month.
Nuisance Update – A letter was sent to 161 Sand Run Road informing them that the Iowa Department of Transportation would like to offer their assistance to help get the property cleaned up and to the standards of our current Nuisance ordinance. The family has been in contact with the City. Hills would like them referred to the city attorney. An update will be provided at next month’s meeting.
Ordinance Regarding Livestock Acreage – The council was provided with a copy of the proposed ordinance pertaining to the keeping of animals within the City of Fruitland.  This ordinance will outline the number and type of animals that each parcel, within the City of Fruitland, may keep pertaining to the size of their property.  A discussion incurred; Garrett would like clarification on chickens being permitted on properties under 1 acre as well as the number of chickens allowed per acre on all properties. The council was advised to provide proposed edits to the Clerks and an updated Ordinance will be proposed on next months agenda. Hills asked for a council member to help update this ordinance. Bowers volunteered. Hills nominated Bowers to assist the City Clerks in updating this ordinance.
Traffic Control & Safety – ATE Ordinance – The City Clerks will prepare a proposed ordinance to allow the Muscatine Police Department’s ATE Vehicle and speed trailer to operate within the City of Fruitland. This will be on next month’s agenda.  Anderson would like more information on the possibility of purchasing a mobile radar sign. Anderson made a motion to move the eastbound lighted stop sign on North Street and Emerald Lane to the eastbound lane of North Street and Evergreen Lane, Sarah 2nd. Motion passed unanimously.
Pedestrian Pathway and Sidewalks – Anderson would like to see a sidewalk/pathway from Crimson Ave to Evergreen Lane on the south side of the road. Painter suggested creating a plan to do this over the course of a couple of years. No action was taken.
New Business
Resolution to Transfer Funds for FY19 – This resolution is to transfer following FY19 expenditures from Special Revenue to General. Road Use Tax ($106,222.93) Local Option Sales Tax – Lawful Purpose ($71,764.15) Local Option Sales Tax – Sewer and Water ($475.85). A motion was made by Bowers and Hillman 2nd. Motion was passed unanimously.
Sign Replacement Resolution – This is a resolution for the Sign Replacement Grant which will reimburse the city for the cost of replacing signs up to $5,000. A motion was made by Garrett and Painter 2nd. Motion was passed unanimously.
Recording Council Meetings – Garrett would like information regarding voice recording council meetings.  This was previously researched by former councilmember Tom Haynes. Clerk Shoppa has been out of the office and has been unable to provide this information. This will be on next month’s agenda.
Approve New Carpet for Small Community Center Room – A motion was made by Anderson to have new carpet installed in the small community center room to match the carpet placed in the large community room last year. This will be done by Carpet One for $1,926.87, Bowers 2nd. Motion passed unanimously.
Fruitland Fun Day – The Fruitland Fire Department would like to volunteer their time to help man the beer tent at Fruitland Fun Days this year. They would like to become more involved over the next few years and possibly set up a booth to sell Fruitland Fire Department apparel and popcorn as well as other items.
Approve Salt Dome Expenditure – It was advised that the salt dome in in poor condition.  The maintenance team provided a quote by Stransky Concrete for $16,927. A motion was made by Anderson to accept this quote, Painter 2nd. Motion passed unanimously.
Census Complete Count Committee – The City of Fruitland would like to put together a Complete Count Committee in anticipation of the 2020 census. The council is asking for volunteers of anyone who may be interested in being on this committee. The census team will be setting up a booth at Fruitland Fun Day this year.

Correspondence – The City was provided information regarding rate increase for the Muscatine Police Department for the next 5 years.
Citizen’s Opportunity – Fire Chief Don Briggs advised the council that they have purchased 6 new air packs with the help of a grant.  They hope to purchase a new brush truck in the next year.
Pay Bills – A motion to pay bills was made by Painter, Garrett 2nd. Motion passed unanimously.
