Roll Call – Present were Anderson, Bowers, Painter, Hills and Garrett acting as Mayor Pro-Tem as Hills was absent.
Minutes of Last Meeting – Bowers made a motion to approve minutes and Painter 2nd.  Motion passed unanimously.
Approve Agenda – Painter made a motion to approve agenda and Hillman 2nd.  Motion passed unanimously.
Financial Report – Anderson made a motion to approve the financial report and Painter 2nd.  Motion passed unanimously. Current fund balance are as follows; Road Use Tax $75,286.04, Sewer & Water $62,856.96, and Lawful Expense 
Old Business

Garbage Increase/Resolution – Due to the fact that we are now paying for the city dumpsters and the .50 increase from the City of Muscatine, the clerks recommended a $1.50 increase to cover costs associated with this.  Anderson made a motion to approve increase and Hillman 2nd.  Motion passed unanimously. The clerks will prepare the resolution to be passed at the next meeting.

Nuisance Update – The resident at 161 Sand Run Road has agreed to begin clean-up to the property to come into compliance with the City of Fruitland Nuisance Ordinance [Title 3 Chapter 2] and we will update this next month.
A motion was made by Anderson to send a letter to 149 North St. to comply with the nuisance ordinance. Motion was passed 4-1 with Bowers voting against the letter.

Livestock Acreage Ordinance Update – After further discussion it was decided to compile notes and table to next month.  The council members were advised to send their suggested updates to the City Clerks so they can update the proposed ordinance and present it for review.  City Council agrees that a quantity of four chickens is too low and that the penalty needs to be determined.

Traffic Control & Safety – Radar Signs/ATE Ordinance – The City Council was given several options for radar signs but Anderson would like to have a demonstration before they make a decision and to make sure that it is easily portable.  The Clerks will check into this and put on next months agenda. The Clerks reported that they are not ready to present an ATE ordinance at this time.

Pedestrian Pathway and Sidewalks – Anderson would like the clerks to check into grants for the bike path. This will be on agenda for next month.

Recording Council Meetings – The Clerks emailed the City Council several examples of recording options.  The City Council decided we need to do more research on this.  This was tabled to next month.



Census Complete Count Committee – O’Brien advised that they need 3-7 volunteers to be on this committee but no one is interested at this time.
New Business

Garbage Ordinance – Bi-State omitted the garbage ordinance from our city code so this will be on next month’s agenda.

Fruitland Clean Up – A motion was made by Painter and Hillman 2nd to approve a letter to send to the citizens of Fruitland for a city wide clean up during the month of October.  An extra dumpster will be placed at the Drake Park and the Fruitland Fire Station during this time for the resident’s convenience. Motion passed unanimously.

Street Financial Report Resolution – A motion was made by Bowers and Painter 2nd to approve the Street Financial Report with the resolution number 2019-09-10.  Roll call was made and was unanimous.

Mad Marv’s Liquor License Renewal – Bowers made a motion to approve Mad Marv’s liquor license and Painter 2nd. Motion passed 3-1 with Anderson voting against the renewal and Garrett abstaining from the vote.
Planning & Zoning – There will be a meeting on September 19th at 6:00 p.m. followed by a Board of Adjustment meeting at 6:30 p.m.
Park – Shoppa reported that Bingo has started again every2nd and 4thThursday starting this week.
