Fruitland City Council Meeting at City Hall

Roll Call - Present were Garrett, Hillman, Painter, Hills and Anderson.
Minutes of Last Meeting Painter made a motion to approve minutes and Anderson 2nd.  Motion passed unanimously.
Approve Agenda - Garrett made a motion to approve agenda and Hillman 2nd.  Motion passed unanimously.
Financial Report - Painter made a motion to approve financial report and Hillman 2nd.  Motion passed unanimously.  
Old Business

Appoint Vacant Council Seat – Painter made a motion to appoint Brent Bowers to the vacant council seat and Garrett 2nd.  Roll call was made and it was unanimous.  Bowers took the oath of office and took his seat on city council.

Garbage Update – Price Increase – The City Clerks recommended a $1.00 increase due to the likelihood of another increase from the City of Muscatine next year.  This would save on future administrative costs and would not have to be changed again with the next increase from the City of Muscatine.  The clerks will prepare an ordinance update to increase the cost from $22.50 to $23.50.  This will be on next month’s agenda.  The City of Muscatine has delayed this increase until January due to not giving us proper notice of their increased fees.

Nuisance Update – The lawyer has approved a letter to send to the property at 106 Sand Run Road.  The clerks will be in contact with the Iowa Department of Transportation throughout this process.
New Business

Traffic Control & Safety – Painter made a motion to put up a stop sign at the intersection of Crimson Ave and North Street.  Motion failed.  Discussion incurred.  Painter made a motion to add stop signs on North Street at the intersection of Evergreen Lane and North Street making this intersection a four-way stop.  The purpose of this change is to address perceived speeding on North Street in that section of the city.  Further discussion incurred; Hills is against a stop sign to control speeding; traffic control devices at intersections are to facilitate the efficient flow of traffic. He would like to see the City of Fruitland purchase speed limit radar signs to slow down the traffic like other towns utilize.  Lt. Sink of the Muscatine Police Department recommended that we put the stop sign at Evergreen Lane versus Crimson Ave.  A request can be made to Assistant Chief Phil Sargent, for use of the Muscatine Police Department’s portable speed trailer to sit at other areas in town that have significant speeding issues.  Sink also confirmed that if a homeowner gives their permission that police officers can sit in a private driveway to patrol.  It was also advised that we look into adopting an ATE ordinance so we can utilize the ATE Mobile Patrol Vehicle as well.   Anderson 2nd Painters motion.  Roll call vote; Anderson – yes, Bowers – no, Painter – yes, Hillman – yes, Garrett – yes. Motion carries.  Anderson asked to put sidewalks/pedestrian path on next month’s agenda along with keeping Traffic Control & Safety for further update.

Board of Adjustments



Appoint New Member – Anderson made a motion to appoint Kathy Moench and Bowers 2nd.  Motion was passed unanimously. Her term will be until February 2022. 


Meeting Update for Variances - 6/20/2019 – The City Clerks advised council that a variance was passed by the Board of Adjustments for Brent Bowers to allow alpacas and a horse and for Kathie Frisbie to allow a horse but roosters will not be allowed on either property.  Hills recommended a two week notice of all Board of Adjustment meetings and to notify City Council of the request that the Board of Adjustments will be reviewing and meeting minutes.


Livestock Acreage – Clerk O’Brien advised that she is working on an ordinance for the City Council to review that has been approved by the lawyer regarding livestock within city limits.  This will be on next month’s agenda.

Pest Control Bids – We have received three bids to spray City Hall/Community Center and Painter made a motion to accept Bosch Pest Control for $50/quarter.  Hillman 2nd and the vote was passed unanimously.  Shoppa will confirm and have them begin spraying asap.
Planning & Zoning

Park – Appoint New Park Board Member – Hills appointed Ashley Ramer-Loveless to the Park Board and asked Council to approve this nomination.  Garrett made a motion to accept Ashley Ramer-Loveless to the open position on park board with term to expire January 2023.  Painter 2nd and it was unanimous.  Dieckman reported that Bingo will start again in September on the 2nd & 4th Thursday of the month.  They meet on the first Wednesday of every month at 6:00 p.m.  They had a fun day in the park for the kids that turned out approximately 40 kids for their first event.  Anderson requested an update on the Park Shelter project.  No current update.  Shoppa advised they are checking the process of bids and waiting on a bid from Ziegenhorn Construction.
Correspondence – Shoppa advised Lt. Sink that there has been some suspicious activity at approximately 2 am if they could patrol at that time and also that there has been a bicycle stolen from the area.

Pay Bills – Garrett made a motion and Hillman 2nd to pay bills.  Motion passed unanimously.
